* Click on Download Segment or Download Film. You will then be taken to a
download page. Films can be downloaded as Windows Media or Quicktime files.
Click on the option you want with your right-hand mouse button and choose ‘Save
As’. The file will then be downloaded to the location of your choice. We suggest you
use the FTP Download options as they appear to be more reliable.

* Remember to read carefully the section in red on the download page that starts
‘Please Note’. This tells what you can and cannot do with the material you have just
downloaded.
